Edmonton and Montreal to Host Next Canada Deaf Games
Edmonton will host the Games in 2020 and Montreal in 2022

Montreal, February 27th, 2018 - The Canadian Deaf Sports Association was pleased to announce the
host cities for the next two Canada Deaf Games during the closing ceremony of this year’s Games on
Feb. 24 in Winnipeg where more than 400 people attended the ceremony.

The Alberta Deaf Sports Association (ADSA) and the City of Edmonton will welcome the Canada Deaf

Games in the spring of 2020 while the Association sportive des Sourds du Quebec (ASSQ) and the City
of Montreal will host the Games in 2022. The Games are sanctioned by the Canadian Deaf Sports As-

sociation (CDSA).

“On behalf of the Alberta Deaf Sports Association I’'m happy that the Canadian Deaf Sports Association
chose us to host the next Canada Deaf Games. We look forward to the event,” said the ADSA President,
Grant Underschultz.
